When the facility opened she became the Deputy
Director of Programming, overseeing all aspects
of arts and activities, employment and education
initiatives.

Her leadership skills led to her promotion to
Director and subsequently, Executive Director.
Along with a team of 130, who are widely
recognized as the best in the field, thousands of
lives have been transformed to date and will
continue to be transformed for generations to
come.
